MEDITATION ON THE BAPTISM OF THE LORD JESUS 

 

We conclude the Christmas season by celebrating this weekend the Baptism of our Lord Jesus at the hands of 

Saint John the Baptist. 

 

Thirty years have passed since the Three Kings came to Bethlehem with their gifts.  Saint John has attracted the 

Jewish people by the thousands through his fiery preaching and is baptizing all the people of Israel who come to 

him with a "Baptism of Repentance".  What does this mean? 

 

Saint John's baptism could not forgive sin, only God in our Lord Jesus can do this.  John's baptism made the peo-

ple aware of their sins, of their need to be washed clean.  It made them aware of their need for God.  It was almost 

as if Saint John was saying:  "Do you see that you need to be washed clean of your sins, that you need to be made 

right with God?  Well, behold the Lamb of God, who takes away the sins of the world".  On the shores of the 

River Jordan Saint John points to the Lord Jesus and he declares Him to be mankind's Savior to all who will listen. 

 

But why does our Lord Jesus receive this Baptism of Repentance or forgiveness?  He is perfectly sinless and has 

no need of repentance!  Jesus goes into the water not to receive forgiveness but to give to water the power of for-

giving sin and initiating people into the Kingdom of God.  In order for water to have the power to purify us from 

our sins and set us on the path of eternal life, it is necessary that Jesus touch water, that Jesus be the sanctifier of 

water.  Jesus at the hand of Saint John goes down into the water.  Jesus does not receive from the water forgive-

ness, no, Jesus by his touch gives to water the power to forgive men everywhere.  By Jesus' touch water becomes 

the source of eternal life for all who are baptized!

Why would a young man want to become a priest?  Listen to what Pope John Paul II once said: “... a man offers 

his humanity to Christ, so that Christ may use him as an instrument of salvation, making him, as it were, into an-

other Christ.  Unless we grasp the mystery of this „exchange,‟ we will not understand how it can be that a young 

man, hearing the words „Follow me‟ can give up everything for Christ, in the certainty that if he follows this path 

he will find complete personal fulfillment.  In our world, is there any greater fulfillment of our humanity than to be 

able to re-present every day in „persona Christi‟ [in the person of Christ] the redemptive sacrifice, the same sacri-

fice [that] Christ offered on the Cross?”  (Gift and Mystery)

our new seminary.  Our young people need your prayers that they will be generous to God’s will when they ask 

Him what it is that He wants them to do with their lives. My prayer is that, in the near future, the entire Archdio-

cese of Denver will be filled with new priests whose vocations were nurtured and confirmed at Holy Trinity and 

our other communities of faith across our Archdiocese!

2010-2011 Registration 
Serving Holy Trinity parish families is our priority. As 

demand for our school has grown the past few years it 

has become increasingly important for Holy Trinity 

parish families to register promptly to ensure their 

children a place in the school. 
 

This upcoming year our school will have only one 

kindergarten of no more than 25 students. Parish 

families wanting a spot in that class should act 

quickly when new parent registration begins 

Monday, March 1. In previous years we have offered 

two kindergartens and served about 35 students, 

however this year there will be only one kindergarten 

class. Registered families of Holy Trinity Parish will 

have first priority for school placement on March 1. 

Families may turn in enrollment materials as early as 

February 15. They will be notified March 1, if they have 

been placed in a class or on the waiting list. After March 

1, all students will be enrolled on a first-come, first-

serve basis in classes with less than 25 students enrolled. 
 

Holy Trinity Catholic School can help you raise your 

child to be a faithful, educated citizen who lives in the 

path of Christ Jesus and works to serve others. Please 

consider our school for your child’s faith formation and 

education. 
 

Holy Trinity Catholic School offers grades 1 through 8, 

full-day and half-day kindergarten, and preschool.

Answered 
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Then I thought:  “Where do we fit in?  Those of us who 
still practice our Faith.  Why are we so invisible to our 
friends and neighbors? Why have we thrown-in the 
towel and no longer ódareô to evangelize?  To be ósalt 
of the earthô?ò  I really did not come up with an 
answer:  we’ve forgotten how to speak about God with 
those around us; it’s not “polite,” after all.  
 

Then the other day I read an article in one of my 
favorite websites http://chiesa.espresso.repubblica.it 
(yes, they have the English edition as well).  The title 
was pretty discouraging:  In Holland There Is No More 
Room for the Child Jesus.  Or Then Again, There Is.  I 
was not sure I wanted to read it:  it sounded pretty 
discouraging, and in the beginning, it was.  Holland, 
the home of many missionaries, including Saint 
Damiano of Molokai, has become thoroughly 
secularized.  Churches have been transformed into 
condominiums, mosques or nigh-clubs.  Only 7% of 
Catholics attend Sunday Mass etc. etc.  In 1968, 
Holland did not ordain one single priest! No wonder 
young people wonder around not knowing why they 
are alive, not knowing what to do with a life that seems 
pointless.  Statistics show that 56% of the population 
does not know what Christmas is.  How grim! 
 

But then, just as I was thoroughly bummed, the article 
offers us a burst of hope.  The Sisters of St. Theresa 
of Calcutta have a home there, with perpetual 
Adoration.  There are now 45 seminarians in Holland, 
and the writer of the article, in an interview with the 
retired Cardinal of Utrecht tells him: 
 

ñDid you know, Your Eminence, that a short time ago 
in the little town near here, Drunen, I saw a hundred 
children come out from the Catholic church where 
there had been a Christmas ceremony?ò  One 
hundred children, it seems so little in light of the 
millions who live in Holland.  But the Cardinal’s answer 
was all that we need to hear to keep us hopeful, and 
to encourage us never to stop our witness of Christ. 
This is the Cardinal’s marvelous answer:   ñIt must be 
that young priest who just arrived, who's hard at 
work . . ."  And the article, which started out so sadly, 
concludes with these hope-filled words, for Holland 
and for us:  “So the story starts over, again. To start 
over, all it takes is the face of a Christian.ò  
 

That’s right.  Just as Jesus conquered the world with 
12 frightened men, He starts all over again with a 
handful of believers, one at a time.  Are we willing to 
be that Christian face that brings hope to the world?  
Are we willing to approach our neighbors, not with 
sermons or accusations, but with the love that Christ 
requires of His followers?  We can  take back our 
neighborhoods.  Let’s do it this year! 

ñA Young Priest Hard at Workò

The other day I was talking with a young mother.  
Although she was raised as a Catholic, she is no 
longer practicing her Faith, and her children have not 
been baptized.  Yet, she still calls herself “Catholic.”  
She voluntarily brought up the question of her 
children’s Baptism, saying that she always intended to 
have her children baptized, but ñI donôt know anyone 
who is a practicing Catholic, so I canôt find a 
godparent.ò  Biting back the instinctive response ñYou 
would is you went to Mass on Sundays,ò  I invited her 
to start practicing her Faith one more time and she 
seemed very willing to do so.   
 

Throughout the years that I worked and volunteered at 
the parish, I heard the same story many times, but 
somehow I never really understood the real difficulty 
that our young people face.  This time, when I left the 
home of the young mother, I took a good look at the 
neighborhood, and finally my eyes were open. 
 

As I drove through the streets of this new subdivision,  
I took in the environment in which this family lived. 
You know the style, there are many similar 
developments throughout the greater Denver area:  
Large new homes (little trees), nice cars (three-bay 
garages), few children, and no church of any 
denomination.  On the other hand, there’s a 
neighborhood recreation center with a swimming pool 
and all the other amenities and two or three parks with 
attractive playgrounds.  “Ahah!ò  I thought, “hereôs the 
rub:  where is the presence of God?  Who is talking to 
these poor folks about Him?ò  Let’s think about it:  our 
young families are bombarded with ads about what 
they “need”:  at work, their co-workers talk of vacation 
plans, the promotion that they hope to receive, the 
party that they will attend on the week-end, the new 
gym that will make them slim and attractive, the new, 
improved boy/girl friend etc.    
 

At home they collapse on the sofa watching TV after a 
stressful day at work. Commercials parade the latest 
gadgets, and they look at their old refrigerator thinking 
how they would like to trade it in for a beautiful 
“stainless steel” model, just like the one of their 
neighbor.  Come Sunday, rush to the kids’ little league  
game:  Can’t miss it, or they’d be struck off the team.  
And so they miss Mass.  The first time they feel a bit 
guilty, but then it becomes easier, finally… Mass 
becomes a thing of the past, a leftover tradition that is 
no longer relevant to the “lifestyle” that they have 
embraced:  the lifestyle of those who are (or who wish 
to be) rich and famous.  All this was going through my 
mind as I drove home from the Yuppy neighborhood.
