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The Face of His People

In a letter dated August 18, 1565, addressed to his
Vicar General, Cardinal (now Saint) Charles Borromeo
of Milan, who still resided in Rome serving the Pope,
wrote that he was anxious to i See t he f
p e o p in theéArchdiocese of Milan.

In order to do so, as soon as he was able, he left
Rome to go to his immense diocese (over 1200
parishes, many in tiny and remote mountain villages),
and he instituted the Pastoral Visits, on which he
faithfully embarked as long as he lived, and as often
as his many duties permitted.

How did the holy Cardinal see the face of his people?
Through the churches that they built and cared for. In
fact, we still have the records of his visits, many
written in his own hand and in great detail. He spoke
with the pastors, mingled with the people, prayed with
them, listened to their troubles and carefully inspected
the most minute detail in the church and in the
sacristy. The great Cardinal believed that the church
building itself, its condition, its structure and its
decorations showed him the spiritual face of his
people. No, he did not expect to find a cathedral in a
humble mountain village, but folks who loved God
would find a way to show Him their love even in the
smallest hamlet. How best to show Him love than by
preparing a worthy place in which to dwell?

And when he realized that the local faithful, despite
their best efforts, could not provide proper vestments,
sacred vessels or other necessities, he would provide,
giving specific instructions on what was needed. For
