Every year, our parish participates in the International Missionary Appeal.  The Church in the United States has a long 

tradition of helping missionaries in areas of the world where the church is rapidly growing.

Did you 

know that the diocese of Kumbakonam provides a shelter for 100 homeless families every year?  All this would be 

impossible to accomplish without outside help, since Catholics are the poorer segment of the population, earning as 

little as $2.00 a day.
